2. HOW DO WE PROCESS YOUR INFORMATION?

In Short: We process your information to provide, improve, and administer our Services, communicate with you, for
security and fraud prevention, and to comply with law.

We process your personal information for a variety of reasons, depending on how you interact with our
Services, including:

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3. WHAT LEGAL BASES DO WE RELY ON TO PROCESS YOUR INFORMATION?

In Short: We only process your personal information when we believe it is necessary and we have a valid legal
reason (i.e., legal basis) to do so under applicable law, like with your consent, to comply with laws, to provide you
with services to enter into or fulfill our contractual obligations, to protect your rights, or to fulfill our legitimate business
interests.

We may process your information if you have given us specific permission (i.e., express consent) to use your
personal information for a specific purpose, or in situations where your permission can be inferred (i.e., implied
consent).

= [fitis reasonable to expect collection and use with consent would compromise the availability or the accuracy
of the information and the collection is reasonable for purposes related to investigating a breach of an
agreement or a contravention of the laws of Canada or a province

= |f disclosure is required to comply with a subpoena, warrant, court order, or rules of the court relating to the
production of records

= |f it was produced by an individual in the course of their employment, business, or profession and the collection
is consistent with the purposes for which the information was produced

= |f the collection is solely for journalistic, artistic, or literary purposes

= |f the information is publicly available and is specified by the regulations

4. WHEN AND WITH WHOM DO WE SHARE YOUR PERSONAL INFORMATION?

In Short: We may share information in specific situations described in this section and/or with the following third
parties.

We may need to share your personal information in the following situations:

9. HOW DO WE KEEP YOUR INFORMATION SAFE?

In Short: We aim to protect your personal information through a system of organizational and technical security
measures.

We have implemented appropriate and reasonable technical and organizational security measures designed to
protect the security of any personal information we process. However, despite our safeguards and efforts to secure
your information, no electronic transmission over the Internet or information storage technology can be guaranteed to
be 100% secure, so we cannot promise or guarantee that hackers, cybercriminals, or other unauthorized third parties
will not be able to defeat our security and improperly collect, access, steal, or modify your information.

In Short: Depending on your state of residence in the US or in some regions, such as the European Economic Area

However, if we cannot verify your identity from the information already
maintained by us, we may request that you provide additional information for the purposes of verifying your identity
and for security or fraud-prevention purposes.

If you submit the request through an authorized agent, we may need to collect additional information to verify your
identity before processing your request and the agent will need to provide a written and signed permission from you
to submit such request on your behalf.

response to the appeal, including a written explanation of the reasons for the decisions. If your appeal is denied, you
may submit a complaint to your state attorney general.

California "Shine The Light" Law
